coloured  vs white icing


-coloured icing gives a more Hansel and Gretel affect


-white icing, especially with a lot of scrolling, etc. will give a Victorian look




candies  vs  no candies (or little) 


-kids love the candies, the more the better, make it colourful


-for decoration or for adults they will appreciate the details and often enjoy it more simple

Check out the grocery store – often have unusual items that are just right for what you want to do, 7-11’s candy section?, bulk food so you buy only what you want (don’t 

have to buy a whole bag), often find interesting things that can be used to create with e.g. cookies or candies that can be used as wheels on a train, spearmint leaves that can be used as shrubs.
